RE: Consultant Led Community Based Orthopaedic Service

In accordance with the DoH policy on providing care closer to home and patient choice.  We would like to gauge the interest from your PBC group with regards to the provision of a community based consultant led orthopaedics service with a particular interest in sports injuries and joint replacements. We are keen to emulate the success of the consultant led community based ENT service currently operating in St. Albans.

The orthopaedics service would provide;

· Assessment /advice for surgical interventions.

· Follow up assessment for post surgery patients.

· Assessment and treatment of sports related injuries.

· Provision of joint injections as required.

The L&D orthopaedics service currently provides 600 plus joint replacements per annum and is treating an increasing number of sport related injuries via a weekly sports injury clinic.  We are currently on target to achieving the national 18 week referral to treatment target for Orthopaedics.  The community based Orthopaedic service could readily integrate and compliment any existing Extended Scope Physiotherapy or Musculoskeletal services by managing and carrying out more complex interventions in a community setting.
