Hertfordshire LAA 2008-2011: indicator selection
1. Purpose of paper

· To update members of the Core Group on the progress in identifying Local Area Agreement (LAA) indicators for 2008-11
· Seek agreement to the list to be presented to GO East on 13 March 
· Paper and subsequent discussion inform ‘ambitions’ meeting 3 March

2. Process
An initial ‘long list’ of potential indicators was submitted to GO on 23 January (previously circulated to Core Group members). This has evolved from the draft Sustainable Community Strategy (SCS) content, development work in the LAA blocks (including the two new ‘themes’ created at the previous HF Core Group meeting) and in discussions with GO East. The process has led to identification of a number of indicators within the 198 National Indicator Set (NIS) - of these, Hertfordshire’s LAA must contain ‘up to 35’. At its previous meeting the Core Group “took a view that we should aim for a minimum number of targets within the “up to 35”, but acknowledged that, accommodating central government views and maximising reward grant potential, this may not be possible”. 

John Healy has since announced that the total national Performance Reward Grant (PRG) pot will be circa £350m. Division by ‘area’ ‘would give Hertfordshire about £2m potential reward, whereas division by population about £5m (final decision expected by the end of February). Either way it is significantly less than for the original LAA and is a vital piece of information in the context of target setting and negotiation. Further clarity is sought regarding other issues, e.g. there is no decision yet on whether the 16 DCSF statutory targets are part of the reward mechanism.

As detailed in the 16 January paper to the Core Group, Hertfordshire’s draft SCS to 2021 is out to consultation until the 26 March 2008. A report summarising the responses to the Sustainable Community Strategy will be presented to Herts Forward on 26 March. The development of the new Hertfordshire LAA is running alongside this process. As the LAA is be derived from the SCS, the LAA indicators may also need to change to reflect changes to the SCS. So it is within this context that Core Group members are asked to consider our proposed list of LAA indicators.
3. Indicators

Despite government insistence that the new round of LAAs are about local choice, there are a number of indicators that GO East expect Hertfordshire to include in our ‘up to 35’. As is to be expected, a number of these correspond with indicators we would seek to included, and these indicators are outlined on the following page – the full list of 198 is attached in the Appendix:

3.1  Proposed by both Hertfordshire and GO East (27)

Some of these indicators are viewed by government departments as ‘must haves’ for Hertfordshire’s new LAA – for instance DCSF have stated that in relation to NIs 59 and 60: initial and core assessments for children’s social care, “Hertfordshire has little choice but to include these to demonstrate its commitment to moving forward on the JAR issues”. Others are not without controversy – one example being NI 154 (Net additional homes provided) given the fact that the RSS figures have yet to be released. It is with such considerations borne in mind that the indicators need to be prioritised and ‘selected’/’deselected’.
3.2 Proposed by Hertfordshire but not GO East (12)

The indicators shown above are those that the SCS and/or Block Lead work have selected but which do not necessarily correspond with GO East proposals. Again caveats exist, particularly around NI 14 (avoidable contacts) which government sees as particularly important in Pathfinder areas (i.e. Hertfordshire). These are indicators that GO East would appear to be less inclined to argue about were they omitted from the new LAA, but ones which have strong arguments behind their inclusion given our development work.
3.3 Proposed by GO East but not Hertfordshire (6)

The indicators shown above represent those that GO East see as a priority but that LAA development work to date has not seen Hertfordshire in agreement. It is important with these indicators (and any from the list shown in 3.1 that Hertfordshire ‘deselects’) that any indicators that GO East propose but we do not support carries a narrative as to why we do not agree it should be included in our new LAA.

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3.5 Next steps

Core Group members are asked to consider the indicators listed above and to prioritise them according to their importance to Hertfordshire, bearing in mind the reduced PRG monies and the decision at the last Core Group meeting to aim for a minimum number of targets. 
Crucially there is a balance to be struck between the local choice and national expectations. There are three parts to this process

· Establishing the measures we insist must be included in new LAA (and determining the level of priority attached to each)
· Determining whether to or not to agree to the inclusion of those indicators that GO East/outside pressures are supporting

· Where we do not support externally supported indicators, to provide a rationale behind that decision

Once this work has been completed by the Group, any contentious areas (most notably around the third point above) can be discussed at the ‘high level ambitions meeting’ between Hertfordshire partners and representatives from GO East and central government departments on 3rd March.

Despite recognition from GO at the previous ‘high level meeting’ in November that we would need flexibility in the process towards sign off in order to gain the full buy-in of partners, the timetable that has been presented to us is very rigid (see below). The new Sustainable Community Strategy is still in consultation and by extension, so too is some of the content of the new LAA. For this reason the shortlist of LAA indicators is still subject to change, and the Core Group will be asked to endorse the final set of ‘up to 35’ at their next meeting on 26th March – coinciding with the end of the SCS consultation. In the interim, any substantive changes/further updates will be communicated to and within the Core Group via email.
4. The timetable
GO East have identified a series of key dates where we need to provide further submissions/progress reports on the LAA between now and June. In addition there are a number of critical meetings where the LAA will need to be presented for endorsement prior to sign-off.
