This table identifies Hertfordshire’s initial selection of LAA indicators from the National Indicator Set.
The indicators have been selected against the nine themes identified in the draft Hertfordshire Sustainable Community Strategy, which is currently out for consultation until the 26 March 2008.  This consultation will confirm our story of place, the long term shared priorities for Hertfordshire and the short term actions, from which this LAA will be developed.  However, to ensure that we are in a position to meet the June deadline for the submission of the final LAA, we are running the consultations for the SCS and LAA in parallel.  Although not ideal, we are confident that we have the necessary processes in place to secure a June sign-off, consistent with the flexibility agreed at the Hertfordshire ‘ambitions’ meeting on the 23 November 2007.

The indicators identified in this list have been shared with the Core Group of the countywide LSP – Hertfordshire Forward – but have not been discussed in any detail or endorsed in anyway.  In addition, the list also includes indicators that have been selected through discussions that have taken place within three of the existing LAA Blocks.  However it must be stressed that these selections have not yet been formally agreed by the Block Partnerships.

In addition to the Block Partnerships, the input of the ten Hertfordshire district councils and LSPs is also key to ensuring that this Agreement is truly responsive to local needs and priorities.  Consultations are currently underway that will therefore provide a further dimension to this initial list.
